Government advice is clear PPE, including facemasks should be taken into account where employees could be put at risk. The us e of such PPE does not replace or reduce the need to follow the 

government guidance in relation to hygiene practices  

 

Frequently cl ean and disinfect objects and surfaces that are touched regularly, using your recommended cleaning products.  

¶ Wash your hands with soap and water often ð do this for at least 20 seconds.  

¶ Use hand sanitiser gel if soap and water are not available.  

¶ Staff a nd Pupils should wash their hands as soon as they get to school and when they arrive home, after they blow their nose, cough or sneeze, before they eat or handle food.  

¶ Cover mouth and nose with a tissue or a sleeve (not hands) when you cough or sneeze.

¶ Toileting and handwashing overseen at regular 

intervals to ensure hygiene.  

¶ Remove unnecessary soft furnishings that are difficult 

to clean / sanitise.  

¶ Streamline resources so that only  ones that can be 

easily cleaned are in use.  

¶ SENCO to create Individual Risk Assessments for key 

identified children in the Nursery in conjunction with 

the Nursery Lead  

¶ Parents informed that, if a member of Nursery staff is 

unwell, it may be necessary to c lose the provision as 

ratios cannot be met and cover cannot be sourced 

from elsewhere in the school as it normall would.  

¶ REVIEW ð 23.02.2021 ð Return to provision of 2 

separate Nursery sessions (morning and afternoon) 

while ensuring the above measures cont inue to be in 

place.  

¶ REVIEW ð 29.04.2021 ð Continue with measures 

already in place .
