How can you help at home?

You could get a toy catalogue and cut out some pictures together to write a letter to Father Christmas.
You could scribe exactly what your child says and if they wish they could add their own marks.
Modelling writing in this way helps your child see that writing has a purpose, experimenting with
marks, scribbles, shapes is a really important stage in learning to write.
