Please be reminded that if there is a fire or accident near to the school, access is required for all emergency 

vehicles to get to the scene as quick and as safe as possible. If you are parking in a way that they cannot get 

through you are putting ÐÅÏÐÌÅȭÓ lives at risk and action will be taken against you in the way of tickets being 

issued and/ or vehicles being removed for obstruction.
